· Sign National Junior College Letter of Intent. This officially puts you into the Mesa Community College football program.

· Fill out application for Admission to MCC, this is in your packet. Please send directly to Coach Dunn.

· Apply for Financial Aid.   http://www.fafsa.ed.gov/
· Time is crucial, so fill out the federal grant and financial aid forms as soon as possible. (If you need assistance call the Financial Advisement number)

· Study and enroll in the ASSETMENT TEST at Mesa Community College or a campus near you. Send the results directly to Coach Dunn.

· Meet with Coach Dunn or Coach Phillips for advisement and registration for 15 hours of classes in the academic field you would like to follow. All classes should start by 9am and be finished by 2pm for the fall semester. 

Checklist items to be done at the end of the Spring/Summer Semester

· Have your high school mail an “official transcript” to Coach Jacobs. This transcript must be received unopened. Your graduation date must be included on your official transcript.
